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                    Jesusô Entry into Jerusalem 

The blessing of palm branches carried in procession this Sunday focuses on the triumphant entry of Jesus into  Jerusalem. 
It proclaims Jesus as the Messiah and hope of Israel. In contrast, the account of the passion read at mass focuses on the 
weakness, the vulnerability of Jesus. He is betrayed, handed over, mocked and scourged, led to Calvary and crucified on 
the cross. The cross is the most powerful act of love of Jesus for his people. Through the cross, Jesus frees us from sins. 
Through the cross Jesus shows how far He is willing to go to save us. He truly loves us to the end. In response to his love 
and obedience, God the Father raised Him from the dead. 

Triumph and weakness are strange partners. There is certainly a paradox in todayôs feast. The scriptures reveal that it is 
through weakness and vulnerability that God triumphs and is victorious in His mercy and forgiveness. The person who 
suffers for living out the message of the gospel can find comfort and reassurance in this  Sundayôs readings. The suffering 
servant of Isaiah could describe the way in which Christians may have hope in God even if he or she is criticized and  

rebuked for being a Christian. 

Palm Sundayôs celebration is an invitation to all of us to find our place in the story of Holy Week.  The suffering Christ 
becomes one with those who suffer. The cross becomes a pattern of life for the Christian disciple. We Christians are invit-
ed to recognize the cross in the midst of all lifeôs trials and difficulties, and in that suffering to trust in God. It is with that 
attitude of trust, on this Palm Sunday, the churchôs liturgy solemnly opens Holy Week.
