What is Confirmation in the Catholic Church  
Confirmation is one of the seven sacraments, namely Baptism, Confirmation, 
Eucharist, Reconciliation, Anointing of the Sick, Matrimony, and Holy  
Orders. 
 
Confirmation is one of the three sacraments of initiation, namely Baptism, 
Confirmation, and Eucharist. A person who has received all three of these 
sacraments is considered a fully initiated Catholic. 

 
The priest or bishop lays their hands upon the person receiving Confirmation, the priest or 
bishop says, "Be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit," the person says, "Amen," and then 
they are anointed with holy oil (just like King David).

Å Roots us more deeply in the divine childhood which makes us cry, "Abba! Father!" 

Å Unites us more firmly to Christ;
